Passport holders of 55 countries, including the United States and the United Kingdom, can enter visa-free through any of the
60 open airports (ports) in 24 provincial regions, covering popular tourist cities like Beijing, Shanghai, Xi’an, Chengdu and
Guangzhou.

Museum of Terracotta Warriors and Horses, Big Wild
Goose Pagoda, a ceramic & pottery workshop en route
The Museum of Terracotta Warriors and Horses (UNESCO) is
one of the greatest archaeological discoveries in the world. More
than 6000 life-sized terra cotta warriors, archers, infantrymen,
horses, and bronze chariots have silently guarded the tomb of
China's First Emperor for over 2,200 years.

The Big Wild Goose Pagoda, a Tang Dynasty landmark, is a
seven-story pagoda initially constructed in 652 AD. One of the
pagoda's many functions is to hold sutras and figurines of the
Buddha that were brought to China from India by the Buddhist
translator and traveler - Xuanzang.
